Water sports $2.145 million

Many water sport facilities sustained significant damage in the February 2011
earthquakes and in 2013/14 Appeal Trust funds continued to help these community
facilities to recover with funds for repairs.

North Avon Christchurch BMX Club $456,000

This BMX track had been one of few local recreational facilities for young people in
Bexley. Previously used for national BMX meets, the track and surrounding facilities at
Bexley Reserve sustained extensive damage in the September 2010 earthquakes, but just
as repairs were nearing completion a member of the public drove their 4WD vehicle onto
the track destroying a large section, then vandals subsequently destroyed much of the
surrounding facilities - but not the spirit of the club. Appeal funds are helping to rebuild
the damaged track and surrounding facilities so the Club can again host national BMX
meets. Work began mid-2014 and is expected to complete end February 2015.
